solipsism: 
(noun)  the theory that nothing else exists or is real besides the self
Latin solus “alone” + ipse “the self”

subterfuge: 
(noun) a plan or action to hide one’s true objective or to evade a difficult situation 
Latin sub “under” + fugere “to flee”

syndicate: 
(noun)  a group of individuals or organizations combined to promote some common interes
