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Tone = the author’s attitude toward a character, event, concept, or issue within the writing

Teaching Tone Words
Step 1:  Decide if you want to work by yourself or with a partner. 
Step 2:  Sign up for your word and teaching dates (we’ll introduce two tone words each “R” day on the calendar).  If you are working solo, you will select one word to teach; if you are working with someone else, you will teach twice this year.
Step 3:  Create a ppt slide or document that can be displayed on the doc cam that includes the following for each word:

· Tone-related definition 

· A detailed sentence (or two) that incorporates the word and demonstrates meaning  (see samples below)

· 2-3 synonyms that might help your peers better understand the word
Step 4:  Choose additional teaching methods to convey the tone word (one method if you are teaching by yourself, two methods if you have a partner):
· Share a published passage (from fiction or nonfiction) that demonstrates one of your tone words

· Write your own sample passage to demonstrate one of your tone words.

· Create a teaching poster that will help your classmates remember the word.
· Write a short skit that demonstrates the tone.
· Play a clip from a tv show or film that conveys the tone that you’ve chosen.

· Find a cartoon or another piece of art that conveys the same emotion.

· Retell a well-known fairy tale, shifting your point of view to reveal a specific tone.

· Come up with your own creative teaching idea!

Step 5:  Keep up with the tone words that your peers are teaching.  Tone words will appear on root word vocabulary quizzes, and we will take 2-3 cumulative tone word quizzes this year.
Sample Sentences
BLECH:  Some garages are built detached from the house.

BETTER:  She could tell from the minute he began to tell the story in that detached manner that he had heard the news about the layoffs.  He spoke of the loss of his job with absolutely no emotion whatsoever.  It seemed as if another man had been coming to work here for some twenty-two years.  It was as if he was discussing a perfect stranger’s need to put food on the table.
