	An A+ level product meets all of the expectations of an A, but goes above and beyond expectations in some way:

· Impressive construction

· Innovative idea (something we’ve not seen before)

· Desirability of product

	· Product has been well-executed and is ready for use by a consumer

· Creativity/innovation are developed through:

· An unusual use for the material

· Multiple steps of transformation (4 or more) from the original trash material to the upcycled product

· Obvious time and effort spent on the creation of the product

· The product is appealing and marketable to consumers
	· Product may have some construction issues or minor design flaws

· Product reveals creativity, but may lack the “wow factor” of an A-level product:

· Product may be an expected use of the material

· More than 2 steps of transformation are apparent 

· More time or detail would make this good idea a great one!


	· Product may have serious construction issues or design flaws

· Product does not reveal very much time or effort in the creation process:

· Product may not have a new identity or may be a cliché use for the material

· Only 1 or 2 steps of transformation are apparent

· The level of time/effort required for this product is minimal

	An A+ level booklet/brochure meets all of the expectations of an A, but goes above and beyond expectations:
· Impressive design or writing style
· Logos, graphics, or images that look professional and authentic
· a reference to the historical significance of the trash material
· a financial connection (money spent, economics of recycling/reusing, etc.)

· startling data conveyed through the use of an infographic 
	· Booklet/brochure reveals time and effort.

· Mechanics and grammar have been proofread
· Authentic-looking design
· Neat and legible writing and images

· Creativity/innovation developed through:

· A memorable name for the product
· A list of materials used in the design of the product
· An explanation of what happens when the trash item is sent to the landfill or burned, instead of upcycled.

· Chemistry info about percent composition 
· Data included
	· Brochure/booklet may struggle with 2 or more of the indicators in the A column
· Brochure/booklet reveals some creativity, but may lack the “wow factor” of an A-level product:
· More time or detail would make this good idea a great one!
· Brochure may include information about chemistry, mathematics, or history, but not all three.

	· Brochure/booklet may struggle to meet 3 or more of the indicators of an A.
· Brochure/booklet may include only basic information.

· This part of the Upcycle Project seems rushed.



Brochure/Booklet Checklist:

Whether you create a trifold brochure or a multi-page booklet, include the following:

____  a photo or hand-drawn image of the final product
____  a catchy name for your product

____  a logo or graphic design that will be associated with your product

____  a list of materials used in the design process

____  the amount of money spent in the creation of the product (provide an itemized list; do your best 

           to stay under $15)

____  an explanation of what would happen to this trash material if it was not upcycled (What happens 

           to  this material in a landfill? How long does it take to break down? What happens if it is burned?)

____  an explanation of the chemistry involved in the creation or disposal of this material (percent 

           composition for your main raw material should be included)

____  data/calculations (beyond the cost of the materials) ( consider the economics 

           of recycling/upcycling, the money saved over a period of time, the amount of time needed for an 

           item to decompose, etc.)
____  a connection to origin or history of the item (Where do we get this raw material? When did this 
           material become available to consumers? Fun facts from history?)

____  brochure has been neatly folded or booklet has been carefully/precisely cut and bound

____  all six panels of a brochure feature information or a graphic 
____  a booklet contains five or more pages of information

____  final product looks professional (typed, addition of color, professional design elements. etc.)

____  include your NAME on the brochure or booklet!

____  MLA citation for the source of inspiration (if you got the idea from a website, etc.)

Optional:

____  a simple “how this was made” panel 
____  an infographic that grabs the viewers’ attention and reveals startling information related to the 

           management of this waste material (this relates to your data on how much space this takes up in a 

           landfill, how long this item takes to decompose compared to other items, the amount of this item 

           purchased/used by the typical American family, etc.

Upcycle Product/Brochure Deductions:

Point Deductions:

____  -10
Lack of citation: If the idea came from another source, you are required to cite the source of inspiration and explain how you changed/altered/added to the idea.  You may not put “Pinterest” or “Google” or “the Internet” – include specific website links.
____  -5
The trash item does not represent at least 50% of the final product.

____  -20
Avoid simple lights and bird feeders.  An upcycle product that only involves putting a lightbulb inside a trash item (a milk carton, a tin can, etc.) or cutting into a trash item and adding birdseed) without making additional modifications or upgrades will receive an 80 at best.  Proceed with caution!
